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Step 1

Use the measurements table to identify the correct length of pipework to be cut out, allowing for your

isolation valves (refer to measurement A). We recommend installing on the primary circuit on the return

to the boiler. Leave sufficient space above MagnaClean Industrial to access and remove the magnets

easily during servicing.

Step 2

Install the isolation valves and connect the two PN16 flanges to the isolation valves.

Step 3

Install MagnaClean Industrial, ensuring that all fittings are aligned correctly and secure. Install a fixed

drainage pipe and drain valve to the 1¼” drain point at the base of the unit. Alternatively, remove the

drain plug and connect to a drain hose when servicing.

Step 4

Having checked the installation, run the system for a period of time. 

Ensure the isolation valves are fully open and there are no leaks.

Step by step guide to installation
Follow the illustrations and measurements for easy installation of MagnaClean Industrial. There are four

key steps to successful installation:

Measurements table



Check the MagnaClean Industrial sight glass for 
build-up of black iron oxides. If needed, turn off the boiler 

and isolate the electrics. Turn off the full bore 
isolation valves on either side.

Unscrew the black retaining knob on the 
MagnaClean Industrial lid.

Using the handle, lift out the magnetic cores to remove
from stainless steel housing. Take care not to knock or drop

the magnetic cores as this can result in damage.

Connect hose to the 1 ¼” drain valve and open the valve or
place a bucket underneath and remove the drain plug.

Slightly open the inlet isolation valve, leaving the other
valve closed, and allow the deposits to drain through.

Replace the magnetic core and tighten the black 
retaining knob - Hand tighten only.

Close the drain point, i.e. turn off the drain valve 
or replace the plug.

Re-open full bore isolation valves to 
complete the process. Use the MagnaClean Industrial

isolation valve to remove the air from the unit.

Frequently asked questions

1. What is the pressure drop between flanges on MagnaClean Industrial? 

The pressure drop is minimal, up to 0.2 bar. 

2. What material is MagnaClean Industrial made of?

MagnaClean Industrial is made from 304 stainless steel. 

3. What is the maximum temperature the magnets will withstand?

The magnets will operate efficiently up to 140°C. 

4. Where on the system should I install MagnaClean Industrial?

MagnaClean Industrial should be installed on the return of the circuit, as close to the

boiler as possible. 

5. Does MagnaClean Industrial come with a warranty?

Yes, MagnaClean Industrial is backed by a two year limited warranty, starting from the

date of installation. 

6. What is the maximum flow rate that MagnaClean Industrial will allow? 

The flow rates on the system will vary according to the boiler and pump size.  In order

to work out the flow rate, you will need to know the pipe size, the quantity of boilers,

the number of pumps on the system and their individual sizes.  You can fill out these

details online on our Contact page and we will contact you within 48 hours of your

enquiry with the suggested MagnaClean Industrial for your system.  Alternatively,

7. Which side is the inlet on MagnaClean Industrial? 

Either side can be used as inlet or outlet. This will not affect the performance of

MagnaClean Industrial. 

8. Can I fit MagnaClean Industrial vertically? 

Yes.  However, when servicing, allow extra time, as you will need to open one of the

valves, let the water flush through and drain until the sludge is removed and the water

is clear.
