Heating curves (heating characteristics)

The heating curves adapt the heating performance, depen-
ding on the respective outside temperature, to the state of
the building.

The following settings should be selected as a base value:

The coldest outside temperature that can be expected forms
the basis of the calculation of the heat demand. The heating
specialist can inform you of this.

Programming timeprograms

The programming of timeprograms is carried out according to the following schematic. For detailed information, see
manual Part Programming of timeprograms. Each flashing adjustment value in the display can be corrected by
means of the rotary pushbutton and accepted by pressing the button again. Return to the previous step is accomplished
with button (3 |, return to the standard display by means of button or automatically after approx. 60 seconds.
