2. Composition / information on ingredients:
Sodium dichlorisocyanurate, anhydrous (53%). Formula: C3Cl2N3O3Na.

3. Hazards identification:
Irritant to eyes, skin, and mucous membranes.
Inhalation: HSE recommended limit for chlorine (8 hour) 0.5 ppm; (10 mins) 1 ppm.

4. FIRST AID MEASURES:
Eyes: May cause irritation and burning. Wash with water for 15 minutes. If irritation persists, seek
medical attention.
Skin: May cause irritation. Flush with water for 15 minutes. Seek medical attention if irritation
persists. Ingestion: May cause nausea, headache, vomiting, and upper abdominal pain. Rinse mouth,
then drink plenty of water or milk. Seek medical attention.

Hand protection: Wear rubber or PVC gloves.
Eye protection: Wear goggles or face visor.
Wear protective boots when dealing with spillage or fire.

 Appearance: White tablets with characteristic chlorine odour.
 pH of solution: 1 Mini Tab / 5 lt water, ca. 6.6.
 Solubility in water: Complete.

10. Stability & reactivity:
Conditions to avoid: keep containers in a dry, well ventilated place, away from strong acids, alkalis,
reducing agents, and oxidisable organic matter. Keep away from heat sources or naked flame.
Hazardous decomposition products: Above 250 C, release of chlorine and other toxic fumes.

11. Toxicological information:
Skin contact: will cause irritation to some skin.
Eye contact: may cause irritation and burning.
Ingestion: toxicity of 100% active material - oral LD50Rat ca. 1825mg/kg.

12. Ecological information:
Highly toxic to fish. Do not discharge solution into lakes, ponds, or streams.

13. Disposal considerations:
Dispose of by flushing away with copious amounts of water. For very large quantities, seek advice
from specialist waste disposal company.
